
808 #18 - PC Configuration Utility Settings

(Available for both AVI and MOV firmwares. Options in bold are the default utility values.)

 1. Set Date/Time - Automatic, using PC data, but set a later time, when you expect to apply the settings

 2. Loop Recording (AVI FW!) - Options → Disable / Enable (save, stop, continue, delete old when full card)

 3. Frequency - Options → 50Hz / 60Hz (to avoid artificial light flickering on your recordings – 60HZ is for USA)
 4. TV Mode - Options → PAL / NTSC TV output system (this is important only for very old TV sets)

 5. IV icon - Options → Disable/Enable
6. Video Bitrate - Options → 10Mbps / 7Mbps (high data rate will use more card space and more battery)
 7. Time Stamp - Options → Disable → Date Off (no Date/Time stamp on video and picture)
                              Enable → Date On (visible Date/Time stamp on video and picture)
Recording Indicator - Disable → the LED turns Off after three flashings    

                            Enable → the LED (yellow) is On when recording 

 8. Sound Recorder (Voice Mode) - Options: → Disable / Enable (when enabled, the camera will record only the sound as WAV audio files. Photo mode is disabled when the Voice Mode is enabled. But when connecting to a TV using the AV Cable, the Voice Mode will be disabled and Video, Photo & Playback modes will be available)
 9. Rotate Video 180° - Options → Disable / Enable
10. Motion Detect - Options: Disable / Enable  (When Motion Detection is On, the camera will work only in motion detecting mode and all other modes like photo or playback are disabled. The duration of recording is 3 minutes even no more motion is detected until recording stops. A new motion detected will start a new recording. Switching from this mode is disabled - this is the only camera mode. You can stop a motion detected recording by pressing the Shutter or Power button, but this will disable the automatic start when a motion is detected. Pressing again the Shutter button will start recording and re-enable the Motion Detection Mode.)
11. Continuous Photo Shot - Options: → 1/ 2/ 3 (number of consecutive pictures after pressing the Shutter)
TV Mode - Options → PAL / NTSC TV output system (this is important only for very old TV sets)

12.  Photo Size - Options : → 1MP / 2MP / 3MP (Mega Pixels interpolated from 1280x720)
13. Color control - Options:Standard /Mono/Sepia
14.Staturation - Options:High/Normal/low
15. Time-Lapse Photos (Self Time) - Options : → Off / 10sec. / 20sec. / 1min. (time interval between photos)
16. Audio Volume - Options → Off / Low / Medium / High (sound levels)

17. Auto-ShutOff - Options → Off / 30 Secs. / 1 Min. / 3 Mins. 

18.Video Clip Length - Options → ① Loop recording mode: 3, 5, 10, 15 Min, old clips deleted when card is full
                                  ② In loop record Off Mode: record one file until your MicroSD Card is full

19.Video Resolution - Options → 1280x720 30fps (HD), 848x480 30fps, 640x480 30fps

20.EV- Exposure Value - Options: → +1 / +2 / 0 / -1 / -2 (+ is for lighter image recording and - is a darker image)

21.WB  - Options Auto/daynight/cloudy/Tungsten/Fluorescent
 These settings can be used to update the camera, but take care to have enough space on the MicroSD Card for the updating .bin file named ”s1config.bin” and avoid using low battery.

  Updating: put the ”s1config.bin” file in the root of the MicroSD Card. Start camera by pressing the Power button. The camera will update and will power off. After new Power on the camera will start with the new settings.

  Upgrading: if some new firmware is available you can use it for upgrading your camera using this procedure:

Copy the firmware file named FWDVCH.bin to the root of the MicroSD Card

Insert the card in the camera and press the Power button. The yellow LED will blink rapidly for few seconds, then turn on solid when done. Wait more 10 seconds to be sure. Power off the camera
Remove the card from camera and delete the FWDVCH.bin using your PC.

Save profile: You can set a new name by yourself.if you want revise new setting,you can use it.
